Please visit or call your check-in booth
for any camping questions,
or to report any noise complaints or

security concerns.
*See important numbers section for check-in booth
phone numbers. (Dial 811 for Emergencies).

Quiet hours are enforced between
midnight—7AM. Please be responsible
during posted quiet hours and respect
your neighbors.

No open fires (must be off the ground
and in something you can put a
lid on, ex—fire pit, barrel, etc.)

BBQ grills/propane grills are permitted.

Propane fill is not available on BMS
property.

Personal golf carts, ATVs, etc. are
prohibited. Licensed street
motorcycles are permitted with the
proper motorcycle credential that is
available at your campground
check-in booth.

External stereo or television speakers
are permitted, provided the noise does
not disturb other guests.
